Welcome to Class!  I am looking forward to another school year and I am glad to have you in my class.  The General Financial Literacy course is a (.5) required course for high school students.  I will do all I can to provide you with the necessary experiences to be successful.  I hope to establish and maintain a classroom where you will feel free to ask questions and enhance your knowledge.  Please make sure you are familiar with the policies of this class so you will know what you need to do to achieve your goals.  

Course Description and Objective:  This course will give students a better understanding of personal finance and will help students move into adulthood making more informed monetary decisions, realizing a greater potential for financial stability, and fostering a stronger state and national economy.

What the students will be able to do at the end of the course:  
· Students will use a rational decision-making process to set and implement financial goals. 

· Students will understand sources of income and the relationship between income and career preparation. 

· Students will understand principles of money management. 

· Students will understand savings, investing, and retirement planning. 

Required Materials:  

Students must bring the following materials to class each day:

1. Packets that are given out throughout the course.

2. Notebook for daily note taking.

3. Loose-leaf paper for assignments.  Spiral ring paper will NOT be accepted.

4. A writing implement.

Performance Requirements:

Success in class is directly affected by student participation.  Students will be required to complete activities using the internet, banking resources, and school supplied resources. They will be asked to present in class.  Students are responsible for learning and turning in material even when absent.  

Notebooks/Notes:  Notebooks are graded for completeness, organization, and neatness. 
Students should keep all class work and assignments in their notebook.  

Participation:  Each student will be expected to be an active participant in class, come prepared, and not disrupt
the learning environment.  If the student actively participates in classroom activities and attends regularly, homework will be minimal.  It is the responsibility of the student who was absent to make up any notes, class work, tests, etc.  Absent work is due two days following the absence.  I do not give extra credit work, but may choose to count any assignment as extra credit.  
Assessment:  There will be several tests each term.  Test retakes will be available with teacher approval.

The second test score will replace the original score (regardless of which is higher) and no score over 80% will be recorded for a test retake.  If a student is absent on the review day s(he) will not be excused from taking the test on the regularly scheduled test day.  Cheating or talking during assessments will not be tolerated and will result in a score of zero.

Discipline Plan:  Students will be expected to remain on task, attend regularly, come prepared, participate, and not interfere with the rights and learning of others.  Misbehavior is unacceptable in this classroom.  Every student is entitled to a quality learning environment.  Students will be removed from the classroom when they are being disruptive and may only return when they are ready to behave.  I support the district and school discipline policies.       1st offense—verbal warning,  2nd offense—Teacher/Student conference, 

 3rd offense—Parent Contact,  4th offense—Referral to the office.

Class Rules:  
Be on time –in seat when bell rings and ready to learn.



Be prepared –bring notebook, workbook, paper, and pencil.

Be respectful –do not disturb others, respect others’ property, raise hand and wait to be

 called on (no giving away answers).

No food, drinks, gum, toys, headphones, cell phones in the classroom—if brought into the 


room they will be confiscated.  

Grading Policy:  Grades will be based on points earned on participation, projects, assignments, notebooks, summaries, quizzes and tests.  Student work may be graded by an aide or another student.  Grades will be weighted as follows:  Notes/Quizzes/Summaries 15%      Projects/Participation/Assignments 25%     Tests 60%
